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The white oak is one of the preeminent
eastern American hardwoods. It grows slowly
to create a widespread crown. Its abundant

acorns are an important food source for
wildlife.

Mature Size: Height of 80-100’ and Spread of 50-80’

Sun Preference: Partial shade
Soil Preference: Well-drained to dry soils
